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The recent activities in GPS is the Working Group about POSGAR which is now in the progress the document related the use of national reference frames POSGAR 94 and POSGAR 98. The first associated with WGS 84 and the second associated with SIRGAS 95.4

The POSGAR 98 improve the first one particularly in geodetic heights in. Other relevant matter is now the consideration the plate movement inside the plate because all continental part of the country is in the South American Plate. In cadastral and other activities the movement of the geodetic points is not relevant because the mean magnitude of the vector is about 5 mm/year.
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
