CT - LONG ISLAND SOUND - CONNECTICUT RIVER - Electrical Repairs - Emergency electrical work is in progress to repair the drive controls for the electrical motors at the Old Saybrook-Old Lyme Railroad bridge across Connecticut River at mile 3.4.  Mariners requiring bridge openings must give four hour  advance notice to Mr. Ray Ciarlo at (617) 345-7410 and to the bridge tender at (860) 510-5622 until further notice.  Mariners are advised to plan accordingly.

NJ – PASSAIC AND HACKENSACK RIVERS - HACKENSACK RIVER - Notice of Temporary Deviation from Regulations – The Coast Guard has issued a temporary deviation from the drawbridge operation regulations governing the Route 1 & 9 bridge across Hackensack River at mile 1.8.  Under this deviation, the Route 1 & 9 drawbridge operated by the New Jersey Department of Transportation will open for marine traffic from 12 February to 7 May 2001 as follows:

1. One hour notice from 0900 to 1600 Mondays through Thursdays

2. Four hours notice from 2100 Fridays through 0500 Mondays

3. The bridge shall open on signal at all other times.

This action is necessary to facilitate the deck replacement of the bridge.  Mariners are advised to plan accordingly.
