Mariners are cautioned to strictly comply with Inland Navigation Rules when approaching, passing and leaving the area of operation, to remain a safe distance from the equipment, and to contact the dredge for specific transiting information.

VA – LITTLE CREEK HARBOR – NAVY AMPHIBIOUS BASE SECURITY AREA. 

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Norfolk District, pursuant to the authority granted in 33 C.F.R. (334.3(c) has established a temporary restricted area in waters adjacent to Navy Amphibious Base, Little Creek, Virginia.  The restricted area includes all waters south of a line beginning at 36-55-15.8N, 076-10-58.8W; and ending at 36-55-19.3N, 076-10-29.5W.  No vessels or persons may enter this area, except those working or stationed at facilities located within the restricted area or those authorized entry by Commander, Navy Region, Mid-Atlantic, or his designated representatives who will enforce this regulation.  Mariners may contact the Navy tower on Channels 12 VHF-FM to request permission to enter the area.  This regulation shall remain in effect until April 18, 2001. To facilitate enforcement of the restricted area, the Navy has installed floating security barriers. One barrier extends from shore at 36-55-15.8N, 076-10-58.8W easterly to 36-55-15.4N, 076-10-41.5W and the other barrier extends from shore at 36-55-19.3N, 076-10-29.5W westerly to 36-55-18.5N, 076-10-33.3w.  The barriers consist of yellow buoys connected by a combination of wire rope and synthetic line, with slow flashing amber lights at 100-foot intervals.  A Navy patrol craft will be on –scene to enforce the restricted area.  Mariners are advised to proceed with caution while transiting the area and remain outside of the restricted zone unless granted permission to enter by Commander, Navy Region, Mid-Atlantic, or his designated representative.

NC – COASTAL – ONSLOW BAY – Hydrographic Survey

Commencing on or about January 30, 2001, and continuing for 2-3 weeks, the R/V Cape Hatteras, operated by the Duke University Marine Laboratory, will be performing a precision hydrographic survey along a line extending from Onslow Beach, NC to A point approximately 60 nautical miles bearing 140( from New River Inlet.
