ENDANGERED NORTH ATLANTIC RIGHT WHALE
Entangled North Atlantic right whale- an entangled right whale, being tracked by a satellite tag, was last seen on April 2nd moving northeast off of Cape May,
New Jersey. Thetelemetry buoy was removed from the whale when a vessel accidentally ran over the tether. All Mariners are urged to keep a sharp lookout
for thewhale. If sighted, please contact the Coast Guard immediately noting the time and the whal€'s precise location.

Cape Cod Bay - Groupsof right whales continue to be sighted in Cape Cod Bay. Mariners are urged to proceed with caution and post alookout familiar with
spotting whales.

Right whales, including mother/calf pairs, are currently migrating north from the Southeastern, U. S. Critical Habitat (calving grounds) and may be found off
the entire east coast.

NEW ENGLAND —|CE CONDITIONS—-CAUTION CONCERNING AIDS
The formation of various types of ice along the New England Coast and itsrivers, and ice movement caused by winds, tides, and currents may result in floating
aids to navigation being extinguished, off -station or missing. Fixed Aids to navigation may be destroyed and drawbridges rendered inoperative. Icing on
buoys may result in their being partially submerged and/or misleading asto daymark, color characteristic and numerals possibly missing. Sound signalson
buoys may be inoperative. Because of ice conditions and without prior notice, certain lighted buoys and sound buoys may be removed from station without
replacement, whereas others may be replaced by unlighted buoys. Mariners are cautioned to exercise discretion in using aids to navigation in areas whereice
conditions are known to prevail.

USSEACOAST-NORTHEAST
Dueto the significant increase in the number of vessels fishing off the New England, New Y ork and New Jersey seacoast in close proximity to separation zones
and heavy commercial shipping and towing industry traffic, mariners are advised to navigate with extreme caution when in these and al areas of heavy vessel
traffic. All mariners shall keep adilligent watch and be aware of each others presence while underway or at anchor in order to avoid any potential casudlties,
which in the past have included collisions, injury and degth.

NOTICETO ALL PRIVATE BOATSAT SEA
United States laws and regulations require that AL L private boats arriving from aforeign port or place MUST report to the Bureau of Customs and Border
Protection IMMEDIATELY upon their arrival into the United States. Every person entering the United States must be seen in person for immigration
purposes by a Customs and Border Protection officer, except those participating in the I-68 “ Canadian Border Boat Landing Program”. However, holders of
form 1-68 are till required to report their arrival into the United States to the Bureau of Customs and Border Protection. Masters and passengers must provide
proof of citizenship or legal immigration status, and be in possession of avalid passport and visa, if required. Citizens of countriesthat are participantsin the
VisaWaiver Program are not eligible to seek admission to the United States under that program via private vessel. Once your boat is anchored or tied, you are
considered to have entered the United States. No one may |eave the vessel until Customs and Border Protection grants permission. The only exception to this
requirement isto report arrival. In order to fulfill the requirement to immediately report a private boat arrival, the master of the vessel must contact the nearest
Customs and Border Protection Office, or if the arrival occurs after business hours, the nearest 24 hour port of entry.
Upon reporting, you may be required to proceed to a staffed port for inspection by Customs and Border Protection. Failure to comply with these requirements
could result in serious criminal and civil penalties, including seizure of the boat. International mariners are urged to report any suspicious or illegal activity to
the Bureau of Customs and Border Protection at 1-800-BE-ALERT.

NJ—SANDY HOOK BAY —The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers has established a Restricted Area near the Naval Weapons Station Earle Piersand Terminal
Channel. The Restricted Areareplaces the current U.S. Coast Guard Security Zone and increases the western boundary by Pier 4 an additional 295 yards. The
Restricted Areawill be marked off with a series of marker buoys. The following rules apply to the Restricted Area: (1) Except as set forth in subparagraph (2),
all persons, swimmers, vessels, and other craft, except those vessels under the supervision or contract to local military or Naval authority, vessels of the United
States Coast Guard, and other state law enforcement vessels, are prohibited from entering the restricted areas without permission from the Commanding
Officer, Naval Weapons Station Earle, USN, New Jersey, or his/her authorized representative; and (2) Vessels are authorized to cross the Terminal Channel
provided that there are no naval vesselsthen transiting the channel.

Coalition Nava Forces may conduct military operationsin the Eastern Mediterranean Sea, Red Sea, Gulf of Aden, Arabian Sea, Gulf of Oman, and Arabian
Gulf. Thetimely and accurate identification of al vessels and aircraft in these areas are critical to avoid the inadvertent use of force. All vessels are advised
that Codlition Naval Forces are prepared to exercise appropriate measures in self-defense to ensure their safety in the event they are approached by vessels or
aircraft. Coalition Forces are prepared to respond decisively to any hostile acts or indications of hostile intent. All maritime vessels or activitiesthat are
determined to be threats to Coalition Naval Forces will be subject to defensive measures, including boarding, seizure, disabling or destruction, without regard
to registry or location. Consequently, surface vessdls, subsurface vessels, and all aircraft approaching Codlition Naval Forces are advised to maintain radio
contact on bridge-to-bridge channel 13, internationd air distress (121.5 MHZ VHF) or military air distress (243.0 MHZ UHF). Vessals operating in the Middle
East, Eastern Mediterranean Sea, Red Sea, Gulf of Oman, Arabian Sea, and Arabian Gulf are subject to query, being stopped, boarded and searched by
US/Coalition warships operating in support of operations against Irag. Vessals found to be carrying contraband bound for Irag or carrying and/or laying naval
mines are subject to detention, seizure and destruction. This notice is effective immediately and will remain in effect until further notice.

SAFETY/SECURITY OF U. S.NAVAL VESSELS
The Coast Guard has established temporary regulations for the safety or security of U.S. Naval Vesselsin the navigable waters of the United States. Effective
immediately Naval Vessel protection zones are established within 500 yards of any U.S. Naval Vessel. Thisincludes any vessel owned, operated, chartered, or
leased by the U.S. Navy or under the operational control of the U.S. Navy. All vesselswithin 500 yards of a U.S. Naval vessel shall operate at the minimum
speed necessary to maintain a safe course and proceed as directed by the Official Patrol (a Coast Guard Commissioned, Warrant or Petty Officer; or the
Commanding Officer of aU.S. Naval Vessdl or hisor her designee). No vessel or person is alowed within 100 yards of aU.S. Naval vessel, unless athorized
by the Official Patrol. Vessels requesting to pass within 100 yards of aU.S. Naval Vessel shall contact the Official Patrol on VHF-FM Ch 16. Violations of
these regulations may be prosecuted as a felony punishable by afine or imprisonment.
The Commanding Officer, Naval Submarine Base New London, has advised the Coast Guard that the following conditions have been imposed upon vessels
operating in the vicinity of the Groton/New London Naval Base within the Thames River restricted area established by the Army Corps of Engineers,
described in 33 Code of Federal Regulation 334.75 and depicted on chart number 13213. The Coast Guard broadcasts these restrictions for informational
purposes. Any questions concerning the restrictions should be directed to Sub Base New London Port Operations by caling (860) 694-4900/2663. All
commercia vessels of 50 grosstons or greater intending to transit the restricted area shall comply with the following requirements: 24 hours prior to transit:
notification of intent to transit must be made to Sub Base New London port operations by calling (860) 694-4900/2663. 2 hours prior to transit: notification of
intent to transit and arrangements for an officia Escort must be made to Sub Base New London port operations by calling (860) 694-4900/2663 or via Ch. 12
VHF-FM. 15 minutes prior to transit: vessels must check in with Sub Base New London escort tug on Ch. 13 VHF-FM and maintain communications during
transit. During transit vessel s must maintain a speed of 06 knots or less, and notify the escort tug of al intended course changes. The escort tug will be
stationed just off the bow to the east of the transiting vessel. Violations of the restricted arearegulations may be prosecuted as a misdemeanor punishable by
fine and/or imprisonment.

intersects the seawall, thence along the shoreline to the point of origin; and

Vessel
operators are reminded to use caution around Right Whales. Intentional close approach to Right Whalesiis prohibited and is aviolation of federd and state law.
A minimum distance of 500 yards must be maintained. Report al sightings of Right Whalesto the U.S. Coast Guard.
